Executive/General Meeting




April 13th, 2010
Meeting called to order by President Ron Szigety at 5:45 p.m. at Service Center.
President called for any additions to the agenda.

President’s Report: Ron reported that club work-bees are not working well.  At the last work-bee no one showed up on the Saturday.  Ron and Ceci worked on the perimeter fence, then took all the materials for the work bee home.  They returned to the grounds on Sunday with all the materials, however again no-one showed up.  For two years now work bees are scheduled and only a few if any members are showing up.  Ron advised they can’t afford to continue donating tractor and time for setting everything up when no-one shows up.  There was an open discussion on what could be done to promote more help showing up at the work bees.  Carol Robinson and Stevee Belli offered to phone people instead of relying on emails.  Mike Kidston suggested we take up this offer and try to set up another work bee for the following weekend.  Between 10-15 people are needed.

Secretary’s Report: Minutes of March 2nd, 2010 were distributed and read out at the meeting.  There was a question brought forward regarding whether Lake City Ford or Sunrise Ford was the sponsor of a Little Britches Rodeo category.  An error was made in the minutes, Sunrise Ford was the correct sponsor.  Minutes were amended to reflect correction.  Carolyn Dobbs made a motion to accept the minutes as amended which was seconded by Laverne Howard.  Motion carried.
Letter of resignation from secretary Wendy Hayes read out to membership, due to personal health reasons she is forced to resign from this position.
Membership discussed options for meeting room possibilities as Service Centre would not be available if either Wendy or Diane couldn’t be at a meeting, and fire season is starting so the room becomes unavailable when it is used as a fire control center.  Library rooms are free and will become available in September.  Alternate sites for the next meeting include the CRD room at Canlan and downstairs at the Red Coach Inn/Red Rock Cafe.

Correspondence: Insurance documents received from Capri Insurance.  Luckily we did not have to use our insurance for the fire damage done to the old beer garden building.
An email was received from Laura Dewar thanking Wendy Brown and the show committee for the show programs.

Treasurer’s Report:  Carolyn called for any outstanding bills and invoices.  Balance in account is $12,919.20 which includes sponsorships for Little Britches Rodeo, Farm and Country Show and gymkhanas.  Motion to accept the treasurer’s report made by Carolyn Dobbs and seconded by Mike Kidston.  Motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS:
Event field update  Mike talked to Don Savjord, he has no problem with us using the field, moving jumps in and out, just does not want any permanent structures.  He would like notice in advance of any riders in the field.  Just Get Over It show is planning on having 2.3 ft and up hunter classes will be in the field.
Pony Club clinic everyone had lots of fun, learned a lot, horses did well over all the days.  There were 3 western riders.  Huge thank you to Outriders for allowing club to use the grounds, stabling fees will be sent to Outriders club.

A) Little Britches Rodeo- Denise Little Carol Robinson clarified what volunteers were still needed for Little Britches Rodeo, can always use more help!  They are running short of time now.  Carol suggested that she and Stevee will break up the membership list and contact people to volunteer.  Jen Felce will get them an up-dated list.  Most people are now in place, still looking for someone to look after livestock, biggest responsibility is setting up the cattle.  Stevee Belli volunteered to phone for cattle if given the list.  Ceci offered to phone Ann Toews for goats/sheep.  Bob Paul has said he would be the announcer.  Denise Little has done most of the work for LBR in the past but is pulling back due to other commitments, a committee is needed if this event is to continue in future years.  The rodeo weekend has always been the major fund-raiser for the club in the past.
B) Gymkhanas- Jennifer Felce: Saddle sponsors so far are Dennis Guinn Horseshoeing, Timbr-Mart, Pharmasave, Sears, 100 Mile Truck and Auto and Royal LePage.  Buckle sponsors are Total Pet and Regency Chrysler.  Mayvin has also sponsored $100.  Jen has picked out some saddles and would like to discuss what to order.  Carolyn said she would talk with Jen.
C) Clinics:  English-Mike Kidston: Lynn Larson clinic application and waiver forms available, lessons will be in groups of 3-4 for 1-11/2 hours/day, May 15-16 $125/person.

Western-Deb Verboom: Show etiquette clinic of April 18th cancelled due to lack of entries, however show rules will be covered on May 8th clinic.  There will be 3 clinics offered on May 8 by Wendy Price (judge for May 9 show).  Clinic format so not considered a conflict of interest for horse show on Sunday.  Costs are $25/session and are showmanship, horsemanship and trail.  Help might be needed for the trail clinic set-up.  Doug Mills clinic in Williams Lake April 30-May 2. D) Horse Shows : Carolyn Dobbs, Tammy Schuurmans Horse Council Update on show fees presented by Carolyn.  Show fees are not refundable, clubs may apply own rules.  BC Heritage qualifying rules can’t change.  What those rules are however is still changing.  Horse Council BC is in process of updating everying.  Wild n Woolly programs available at Total Pet and 100 Mile Feed.  Corrections have been made to the program.  Entry fees are due May 1st.  Wild n Woolly, fun n Frolic, Tail End, Fall Fair and Halloween show programs are completed and have been sent out via email to members.  Wendy now has the information to complete the Just Get over it show.  We still need 6-$100 sponsors for the Fall Fair and 1-$250 sponsor for the Just Get Over It show.  We also need a judge for both the Tail End Show and the Halloween Funtastic shows.  The show committee has been contacted by the BC Paint Horse Club.  They requested that our shows be PAC approved.  At the Show Committee meeting we agreed to file the paperwork for the Outrider’s programs to become PAC approved for 2010.  PAC approval adds minimal paperwork for the entry secretary and is free.  Due to continual changes with HCBC, the Outrider’s programs haven’t been sent in for permits.  Wendy Brown requested permission to purchase ink for her printer so she can complete show programs and other paperwork relating to the Outrider’s Shows.  Motion to allow for printer ink purchase made by Ceci Szigety and seconded by Carolyn Dobbs.  Carol Robinson offered to sponsor $100 for a pony class in the Fall Fair.

Club endorsed his proposal.  Strapping will be donated by 100 Mile Wood Products, but can’t be cut to length until the roof is up.  A motion was made by Carolyn Dobbs to pay $145 to ICBC to insure the flatdeck to bring tractor to town for arena maintenance.  Motion was seconded by Carole Robinson.  A question whether or not the club was interested in paying for post pounding was brought up but not discussed further.
